ABOUT THE VIDYAPEETHA

Located at the sacred foot of Tirumala Hills, Rashtriya Sanskrit Vidyapeetha has been the
destination for students and scholars seeking Sanskrit education for the last five decades. A
veritable miniature India, the Vidyapeetha has been drawing students from all corners of India,
belonging to different regions, languages and creeds, for it has been providing ideal facilities,
conducive atmosphere for study and research. Further, innovative and interdisciplinary courses
and state-of-the-art computer facilities have made it a much sought-after institution for Sanskrit
studies. Conveniently located in the centre of Tirupati town, the campus is very attractive with tall
shady trees, well laid garden walks reminiscent of ancient forest groves.

The beginnings:

On the recommendations of the Central Sanskrit Commission appointed by the
Government of India during 1950s, a Central Sanskrit Institute was established at Tirupati in 1961
by the Ministry of Education, Government of India for the preservation and propagation of traditional
Sanskrit learning combining it with the modern methods of research. The Government of India
constituted an autonomous registered body called ‘Kendriya Sanskrit Vidyapeetha Tirupati Society’
for the administration of the institution. The foundation stone for the Kendriya Sanskrit Vidyapeetha
was laid by the then Vice-President of India, Dr.S.Radhakrishnan on 4th January, 1962. About
forty two acres of land was leased out by the the prestigious Tirumala Tirupati Devasthanams
Trust Board, headed by the then Executive Officer, Dr.C.Anna Rao, along with a munificient donation
of Rs.10 lakhs towards construction of buildings.

The Vidyapeetha Society has had a galaxy of reputed scholars and statesmen as its
successive Chairmen, namely, Sri Patanjali Sastry, former Chief Justice of India being the first,
followed by Prof.V.Raghavan, a reputed Indologist and Sri M.Ananthasayanam lyengar, former
Speaker of Lok Sabha. Dr. B.R. Sharma acted as the first Director of the Institute from 1962 to
1970. Sri Venkata Raghavacharya, Dr.Mandan Mishra, Dr.R.Karunakaran, Dr. M.D.
Balasubramanyam and Prof. N.S. Ramanuja Tatacharya served the institution in the capacity of
Principal in the successive years and contributed their scholastic and administrative experience
to a large extent.

Kendriya Sanskrit Vidyapeetha came under the aegis of Rashtriya Sanskrit Sansthan — an
autonomous body under the Ministry of Education in April, 1971. During the Silver Jubilee
celebrations in 1987, Sri P.V.Narasimha Rao, the then Union Minister of Human Resource
Development, Government of India, declared the Vidyapeetha as a Deemed to be a University
on the recommendations of the University Grants Commission under Section 3 of UGC Act 1956.
(vide Gazette notification No.F.9-2/85 U-3 dated 16-11-1987). The Deemed University was formally
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inaugurated by the then President of India Sri R.Venkataraman on 26th August, 1989. The
Vidyapeetha started functioning as a Deemed University from the academic year 1991-92.

Since then it had eminent personalities as its Chancellors, namely, Mahamahopadhyaya Sri
Pattabhirama Sastri and Prof.Ramaranjan Mukherjee and Dr.V.R.Panchamukhi.
Prof.N.S.Ramanuja Tatacharya (1989-1994), Prof.S.B.Raghunathacharya (1994-1999) and
Prof.D.Prahlada Char (1999-2004) served the University as Vice-Chancellors. Prof. K.E. Govindan,
senior Professor of the University served as the Vice-Chancellor i/c. for two years upto April,
2006. Dr. J.B. Pattanaik, His Excellency, Governor of Assam is the Chancellor of the Vidyapeetha
from 16th June, 2008 to 20.4.2015. Sri N. Gopalaswamy, Padma Vibhushan Awardee, former
Chief Election Commissioner of India and prominent bureaucrat was appointed as Chancellor
the Vidyapeetha 21st October, 2015. and Prof. Harekrishna Satapathy is the Vice-Chancellor
of the University from 19-4-2006 and continues to be in office for the second term also.

Admission procedure :

The academic year of the Vidyapeetha begins in July and concludes in April with the
conduct of examinations. Semester pattern is being followed for all Acharya regular courses
except Shiksha-Acharya course. Admissions into Prak-Shastri and Shastri / BA courses are
made on the basis of marks secured in the qualifying examination and personal interview.
Admissions into the Acharya (M.A.) courses and Siksha - Shastri (B.Ed.), Siksha - Acharya (M.Ed.)
and Vidyavaridhi (Ph.D.) are based on the entrance test conducted by the Vidyapeetha at national
level. Holders of NET/SLET/M.Phil. are exempted from the entrance test for Vidyavaridhi. Scholars
can pursue research under either on regular or part-time basis. The admission notifications for
all the courses have been placed on the University website : http://www.rsvidyapeetha.ac.in

For the year 2015-16 academic programmes were started in June for courses upto Post
Graduation. For all courses admissions were made on the basis of marks secured in the qualifying
examinations and interviews except Acharya (M.A.), Siksha Sastri (B.Ed.) and Siksha Acharya
(M.Ed.) and Vidyavaridhi (Ph.D.) For Siksha Sastri (B.Ed.), Siksha Acharya (M.Ed.) and Vidyavaridhi
National Level combined Entrance Tests were conducted in the nomenclature of CPSST, CPSAT
and CPRT respectively. NET / SLET/ M.Phil/ Ph.D. holders are exempted from CPRAT. Scholars
can pursue the Research Programme under Regular / private category.

Shastras in all courses are taught in Sanskrit medium only and the examination is conducted
in Sanskrit. For modern subjects the medium of instruction and examination is English and for
other languages the respective language is the medium of instruction and examination.

Examinations : For PG and UG courses semester pattern of examination is followed.
For Prak - Sastri (eq. to intermediate) only Annual pattern of exam is followed. The examination for
all the non-semester courses i.e. Certificate, Diploma/PGDiploma were held in March and April.

D. TRAINING

B. National Service Scheme :

We created a hub to deliver something to the society by showing our
talents. Regular programmes with special camps were conducted by the programme officers
under the guidance of co-ordinator Dr. S. Dakshina Murthy Sarma.

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The Vidyapeetha NSS units has adopted the above mentioned backward villages in Chittoor

District with a mission to bring a change by educating and creating awareness during adverse
social and economic conditions. For accomplishment of the NSS goal, NSS volunteers under the
leadership of programme officers organized various programmes in the course of 7 days. The
three units (1st, 2nd and 3rd) organized Special Camps from 12th March to 18th March, 2016.
The other four units i.e., Unit 4th, 5th, 6th and 7th Conducted special camps from 25th march to
31st March, 2016.

The camps were effectively led by the NSS Coordinator and Programme Officers. The

following are the activities conducted for the development of the adopted villages.

Survey : The NSS volunteers under the guidance of Programme Officers conducted a
detailed survey of each village during the pre camp visits as well as during the camp. The
volunteers understood their grievances of the villagers towards the government, local
authorities, towards their livelihood and their problems related to health and education.

Shramadhanam : The weeds in and around the village school were uprooted to provide
land for the playground and drill classes. In each village NSS volunteers planted 25 varieties
of different flowering and fruit bearing shady trees around the school compound. The school
building was white washed by the volunteers. For this the NSS volunteers were appreciated
by the school children and villagers.

Play-lets for villagers : The NSS volunteers conducted several social awareness play-
lets in Telugu, highlighting importance of education for a girl child, ill effects of addictions
such as tobacco, smoking, drinking etc, which was appreciated by villagers who in return
took pledge to give up bad habits of smoking and drinking.

Disaster management : A fruitful lecture on how to counter - attack disaster and save
other lives in different circumstances like floods, drought, fire conditions was organised.
The volunteers brought the villagers in to a false situation of floods and shown them how to
perform their jobs during these conditions. The Villagers were taught various modern and
lively techniques to conduct these activities.

Eradication of illiteracy : The NSS volunteers went all around the villages and other near
by places for gathering the school aged children and their parents. They were taught about
the importance and right to education. The parents of the children are very much impressed
by their lectures and admitted their children into the nearby school. This was a tough task
but we performed with ease.

Heritage and Awareness Programme : This year too, in a new dimension the Vidyapeetha
has adopted an innovative thought provoking ideas to the villagers by giving Lectures and
Dramas on Indian Heritage and Culture such as discourses on puranas and staging dramas
on Sanatana Dharma for communal harmony.
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o The volunteers tried their best in bringing awareness among the villagers regarding AIDS &
its complications, how to control it, the precautions to be taken, how to lead life if affected by
this hazardous syndrome.

o Environmental awareness: The villagers were taught about environmental pollution, global
warming and importance of tree plantation.

o Brought awareness regarding use of toilets at home and made the villagers practice the
hygienic techniques in keeping their surroundings and home tidy.

. The village temples were cleaned by removing the weeds on the wall of temple and white
washed the temple. We build a fencing around the temple with twigs and wood and gave a
new look to the temple.

o The volunteers cleaned the water pond and canals in the village. They also went to SC, ST
colony near by the village and spread awareness among the people on various contagious
diseases like (Malaria, typhoid etc.), AIDS and also created awareness on family planning etc.

. Spoken Sanskrit programme to the children was conducted.

o We also conducted devotional lectures and classes like Bhagavat Gita pravachanams to
the village people. Everyone appreciated it. The camps successfully performed their activities
in the villages and concluded the camp with a grand farewell by the villagers. Special prizes
were given to volunteers as a token of appreciation by the Camp Coordinator.

One day Camps :

One day camps were also conducted in Rashtriya Sanskrit Vidyapeetha campus. The
campus consists of 45 acres land with various buildings like Academic building, Administrative
building, Library, Boys and Girls Hostels, Indoor Stadium, Open air auditorium, and a big Play
Ground. The NSS conducted clean & green activities at Library building, Boys and Girls Hostels,
and at Play Ground. The various activities conducted in our campus by the NSS Units are:

Annual Day and Hostel Day celebrations were organized on 2.2.16 and 3.2.2016
respectively.

L. Visit of Dignitaries

Many Dignitaries, Educationists, Eminent Sanskrit Scholars and Bureaucrats from different
parts of the country visited the university in connection with academic, administrative, curricular
and co-curricular activities.

M. Annadanam Project

The old students and Teachers’ Association of Rashtriya Sanskrit Vidyapeetha decided to
introduce Annadanam Project with an aim to provide meals to the boarders of all the Hostels of
the Vidyapeetha at a subsidized rate so as to enable the poor as well as the meritorious students
coming from different parts of the country to secure their study without any interruption or economic
obstruction. Besides, the Tirumala Tirupati Devasthanams, Tirupati generously donated Rs. 15
lakhs as a recurring grant to provide meals to the students at subsidized rates and enhanced the
same to Rs. 50.00 lakhs for the maintenance. The subsidized meals scheme was inaugurated
by the Hon'ble Chancellor on 29th July, 2008. Out of 2061 students from various parts of the
country studying in the Vidyapeetha, 1573 students are staying in the Hostels for whom meals

was provided at subsidized rates.

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V. PROJECTS

A. Centre of Excellence in the Subject of Traditional Sastras

Introduction : The Rashtriya Sanskrit Vidyapeetha is an institution with qualitative difference,
that draws its sustenance from the enduring vision of great and noble personalities in the national
scene to keep alive and help the all around growth of the magnificent tradition that underpins the
best values in this country. It underscores implicitly and explicitly that Sanskrit is the key to unlock
the core of our very nationhood, cultural homogeneity and loftiest of our forbearers.

The Vidyapeetha was established at Tirupati (AP), the abode of Lord Venkateswara in
1961 by the Department of Education, Government of India. In the year 1987, the Vidyapeetha
was declared as a Deemed University by the Govt. of India considering its service to the cause of
Sanskrit education and research. Furthering its causes, the Vidyapeetha has undertaken the
following major activities.

1. Teaching of Shastras, Sanskrit language and literature
2. Research and Publications

3. Innovative Projects

4. Collection and Preservation of Manuscripts

5. Extension activities
About Centre of Excellence

In the year 2002, the University Grants Commission has recognized the Vidyapeetha as a
Centre of Excellence in the subject of Traditional Sastras recognizing the excellent achieve-
ments, strength and acclaim earned by the Vidyapeetha in the field of Teaching and Research in
the traditional sastras. A grant of Rs.3 crore was sanctioned and released for taking up several
projects under Centre of Excellence in the subject of Traditional Sastras in Rashtriya Sanskrit
Vidyapeetha.

The various projects undertaken under the Centre of Excellence Programme were suc-
cessfully implemented and completed by the respective Project Directors. In all, 13 programmes
were implemented under this scheme. These progrmmes were aimed at reviving the fast fading
traditional Sanskrit learning, use of Modern technology in Sanskrit teaching/learning process,
creating tools for Manuscript Studies etc.

Based on the recommendations of the Review Committee which visited Centre of Excellence

B. Odissa Chair

The Government of Orissa has established the Orissa Chair in the Vidyapeetha with the
seed grant of Rs. 50 lacs to do intensive and extensive research, to bring out publications on Lord
Jagannatha and to highlight the contributions made by Sri Chaitanya Mahaprabhu and poet Sri
Jayadeva to the cultural heritage of our country. The Chair was formally inaugurated by Justice
Sri Ranganath Misra, Former Chief Justice of India and Chairman, Central Sanskrit Board,
Government of India on 14th October, 2000.

So many research activities going on Odisha Chair for the preservation and propagation
to the main aim and activities.

1. A national seminar organised by the Odisha Chair with collaboration of Sri Jagannath
Suraksha Vahini, Puri at Haus Khas Jagannatha Temple, New Delhi on 31st October
and 1st November. Shri Dharmendra Pradhan, Hon’ble Minister of State (Independent
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Charge) of Ministry of Petroleum & Natural Gas, Govt. of India, New Delhi has inaugurated
the two day National Seminar and Prof.Harekrishna Satapathy, Vice Chancellor of
Rashtirya Sanskrit Vidyapeetha, Tirupati presided over the function. In the above said
National Seminar so many distinguished scholars and lovers of Jagannatha culture
participated. Eminent Scholars from R.S.Vidyapeetha, Tirupati, Shri Lal Bahadur Shastri
Rashtriya Sanskrit Vidyapeetha, New Delhi, Indira Gandhi National Centre of Arts, New
Delhi and Sri Jagannath Sanskrit University, Puri and Sri Jagannath Suraksha Vahini,
Puri were presented their papers on 12 festivals of Lord Jagannatha. Most of scholars
presented papers in Sanskrit and few presented in English. During the two days National
Seminar one Photo Exhibition was arranged on 12 important festivals (Rituals) of Lord
Jagannath which was highly impressed by the Hon’ble Minster Shri Dharmendra Pradhan
and also suggested exhibition should be arranged in other parts of the country for the
propagation of the Jagannath culture.

C. SAP (Special Assistance Programme) :

An amount of Rs. 4.68 lakhs (per quarter) was received
and the project is continuer.

F. e-PG-Pathashala

A novel project regarding Production of Courseware e-Content Development for
Post-Graduate Subjects Sanskrit (Acharya in Vyakarana) (e-PG-Pathashala) was sanctioned
by the UGC to RSVidyapeetha vide Lr. No. F.1-9/2013 (e-Content). An amount of Rs.112 lakh for
16 papers was allotted for the purpose.

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C. PSYCHOLOGY LABORATORY

To facilitate training students of Education in scientific manner the Psychology laboratory
is established in IASE. It has been serving a useful purpose for B.Ed. and M.Ed. students in
building their mental and cognitive abilities.

D. Language Laboratory

The Language laboratory has facilities for
both Sanskrit and English language training. The
Sanskrit software ‘Bhashika’ has already been |
installed. The process to upgrade the facility has
been done under Centre for Excellence
programme. The laboratory can be used for

language learning, subject learning, pedagogical
training and various other purposes such as development of programmed instruction, computer
assisted instruction and computer aided learning.

E. Alphabet gallery

Alphabet Gallery (Lipi Vikasa Pradarshini) is established in 2003 under the Centre for
Excellence project. The gallery started in 2003 aims at tracing the origin, growth and development
of the alphabet in India from the earliest times (3000 B.C) till the development of regional scripts
(9th Century A.D.).

Beginning with the script of Indus Valley civilization (3000 B.C to 1500 B.C.) the Gallery
hopes to understand the complexity of the decipherment of its writing and language as understood
by Dr. S. R. Rao, emeritus scientist and archaeologist. Since the Indus script was related to the
Sematic Script, Avestan and Vedic-Sanskrit languages (in phonetics, semantics and grammar),
more than it was to the Dravidian languages (as formerly interpreted by scholars), its remarkable
affinity with Rig Veda in terms of Sanskriti concepts and ideas has been illustrated here.

The historical context of the Indus writing has been attempted by displaying objects,
especially Seals on which the script was engraved. These seals have been found in Indus Valley
sites, such as Lothal in western India during archaeological excavations in 1950-1980. The gallery
also consists models of seals from other Indus Valley sites, such as Mohenjodaro (Pakistan) and
Kalibangan (India) as well as from ancient Near Eastern sites, such as Kish and Braq, Dr (Sumer-
Iraq), Hissar and Bahrein. The models of Indus Valley seals, sealings, sculptures, bronzes give
us an insight into the life of the people and takes the history of Sanskrit language, the, Vedic
concepts and traditions to a much earlier date than what we know.
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F. Broad Band Internet Facility
The Vidyapeetha provides the following facilities for its staff and students

Inter-Net : This facility in the Vidyapeetha has the Band width of 256 KBPS of dishnet and
256KBPS of ERNET. Intra-Net : Intra-net is also provided for Local Area Network.
G. Dept. of Computer Science - Computer Centre

The Dept. of Computer Science is striving hard to meet the computing needs of the

University administration and students. The department is now running the following courses :

* Eight papers of Computer Application in Sastri
* Eight papers of Computer Science in B.Sc.
* Twelve papers in M.Sc. (Computer Science and Sanskrit Language Technology)

The department is also handling the following career oriented courses sanctioned by the
University Grants Commission (UGC) in the evening.

* Add on Course on Web-Technology (Certificate, Diploma, Advanced Diploma)

In addition to the above works the department is also taking care of University website,
maintenance of Hardware / Software troubleshoots and campus network. During this year, the
department is also taken up the work of develop Hindi version of our website.

The staff of the Computer Science Department are actively engaged in research in
participating and presenting papers in National and International conferences, seminar symposis
and workshops.

H. Staff-Quarters :

The Vidyapeetha has two Type-V quarters, one Type-IV quarters, one Type-Ill quarters,
one Type-Il quarters and two type-I quarters accommodating 22 employees of the Vidyapeetha. A
new type IV quarters consisting of four apartments to house the senior teachers in the campus
has been completed and ready for occupation during the year under report.

I. Multi Gym

A Multi-Gym was established in the Vidyapeetha for the benefit of students to maintain good
health. The Multi-Gym has 16 work stations, namely -

Hipflexor : This station helps to develop Hip muscles, and also helps in re-educating the
muscle fibres. High Lat Pulley : This helps to develop Hamstrings, thigh, calf muscles. Pulley
can be used to improve shoulder, lats, Triceps and Biceps of arms. Loads can be used according
to the requirement of the individual capacity. Abdominal Bench : This can be used to reduce the
belly and to firm-up and strengthen the abdominal muscles. The height can be adjusted according
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to the requirement and the capacity of the R

performer. Rowing Machine : Working on this

station is a very good exercise in which one can
condition one's entire body simultaneously
increasing oxygen in-take as in AEROBICS.
Hyper-X-Tention : This machine helps to
strengthen the lower back and mid-section of
the body. Twister : Exercise on this station
reduces the waist line and stream lines the *
oblique-muscles, while strengthening the pelvic gurdle ligaments. Arm, Preacher Curl : Exercise
on this station helps in developing muscle ligments in Triceps, Biceps, Elbow joint, wrist joint and
Fore arm. Peck Deck : This is a developer of powerful pectroals muscles, deltoids, and other
connected muscles. Leg Curl : This instrument develops the lower limbs, abdominal muscles
and Gultious muscles. Dipping : This instrument is used to develop Pectrolis muscles, Deltoid
muscles, rectus femoris muscles. It also develops the muscles tone with the required level of
exercises. Leg Press : It gives workout for the entire legs in comfortable stance. It develops
Hamstring group, Knee muscle and Sartorious major which is the longest and two joing muscle.
Squat Press : This helps to toneup lower back muscles Rectus femosis foot and ankle muscles.
Pull Ups : It can be used to improve shoulders, triceps, biceps of arms and stocach crunch.
Preacher : It is specially designed to develop biceps. Bench Press : This is for strengthening
and developing pectrolis muscles, deltoid muscles. It also helps in re-educating muscles.

The students and staff are utilising the Multi-Gym.

Separate Audit Report of the Comptroller and
Auditor General of India on the accounts of
Rashtriya Sanskrit Vidyapeetha, Tirupati, for
the year ended 31 March 2016

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of Rashtriya Sanskrit
Vidyapeetha, Tirupati, as at 31 March 2016, Income & Expenditure
Account and Receipts & Payment Account for the year ended on that
date under Section 20(1) of the Comptroller & Auditor General’s
(Duties, Powers & Conditions of Service) Act, 1971. The audit has
been entrusted for the period up to 2020-21. These financial
statements are the responsibility of the Vidyapeetha’s management.
Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial
statements based on our audit.

2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the
Comptroller & Auditor General of India (CAG) on the accounting
treatment only with regard to classification, conformity with the best
accounting practices, accounting standards and disclosure norms, etc.
Audit observations on financial transactions with regard to compliance
with the Law, Rules & Regulations (Propriety and Regularity) and
efficiency-cum-performance aspects, etc., if any are reported through
Inspection Reports/CAG’s Audit Reports separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing
standards generally accepted in India. These standards require that we
plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about
whether the financial statements are free from material misstatements.
An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidences supporting the
amounts and disclosures in the financial statements. An audit also
includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant
estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the overall
presentation of financial statements. We believe that our audit provides
a reasonable basis for our opinion.
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4. Based on our audit, we report that:

i. We have obtained all the information and explanations, except
Bank Reconciliation of Grant-in-aid and Examination accounts, which
to the best of our knowledge and belief were necessary for the
purpose of our audit;

ii. The Balance Sheet and Income & Expenditure Account/
Receipts & Payment Account dealt with by this Report have been
drawn in the Revised Format of Accounts, prescribed by
Government of India, Ministry of Human Resource Development, for
Central Educational Institutions.

iii. In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant
records have been maintained by the Vidyapeetha, in so far as it
appears from our examination of such books.

iv. We further report that:

A. Balance Sheet

A.1 Source of Funds

A.1.1 Corpus/Capital Fund: X 64.82 crore (Schedule-1)

A.1.1.1 Capital expenditure to the extent of ¥ 57,85,422/- incurred
during the year towards purchase of fixed assets out of Grants was
not deducted from the total Grants/Subsidies in the Income and
Expenditure Account, by corresponding credit to Corpus/Capital
Fund. This resulted in understatement of Corpus/Capital Fund and

overstatement of Income/Surplus by X 0.58 crore.

A.1.1.2 Fixed Assets of X 4,96,974/- purchased during the year out of
Earmarked Funds and whose ownership vests with the Vidyapeetha,
were not debited to Earmarked Fund (Schedule-2) as capital
expenditure by corresponding credit to Corpus/Capital Fund. This
resulted in understatement of Corpus/Capital Fund and

overstatement of Earmarked Fund by X 0.05 crore.
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A.1.2 Current Liabilities & Provisions: ¥ 0.43 crore (Schedule-3)

A.1.2.1 This does not include provision for known outstanding
liabilities towards payment of recurring expenses of X 1,09,35,466/-'
as on 31 March 2016, despite accounts maintained on accrual
basis. This has resulted in understatement of Current Liabilities &
Provisions and Expenditure by Y 1.09 crore each and also

consequent overstatement of Surplus by ¥ 1.09 crore.

A.1.2.2 This does not include one month Mess fee of ¥ 14,12,900/-
collected in advance during the vyear from the boarders of
Vidyapeetha’s Hostels, which was incorrectly accounted as current
year income, instead of as liability. This resulted in understatement of
Current Liabilities and overstatement of Income/Surplus by
% 0.14 crore.

A.2 Application of Funds

A.2.1 Fixed Assets: X 16.68 crore (Schedule-4)

A.2.1.1 This includes Net block value of Publications worth
% 75,28,268/- intended for sale, which was incorrectly classified
under Fixed Assets, despite repeated previous Audit comments on
the issue. This resulted in overstatement of Fixed Assets and

understatement of Current Assets by X 0.75 crore.

A.2.1.2 This does not include capital expenditure of ¥ 11,60,653/-
reported by CPWD towards completed work ‘Providing Borewells’, for
which deposit amount was not made with CPWD. This resulted in
understatement of Fixed Assets and Current Liabilities by
% 0.12 crore each.

! Staff salaries for the month of March 2016: 1,07,93,966/-, (ii) Remuneration to
consultants: I 42,000/-, (iii) Honorarium to Guest/Part-Time teachers:X 50,000/-,

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A.2.2 Loans, Advances & Deposits: X 34.50 crore (Schedule-8)

A.2.2.1 This includes expenditure of I 14,51,10,288/- incurred on
twenty two (22) Deposit Works, reported as completed by CPWD and
final bills paid, but not yet capitalised, though Building Committee
resolved? to capitalise only completed deposit works for which final
bills were paid by the CPWD. This resulted in overstatement of
Advances to CPWD under Loans, Advances & Deposits and
understatement of Fixed Assets by X 14.51 crore.

A.2.2.2 This includes expenditure of I 11,34,34,038/- incurred on
twelve (12) Civil & Electrical Deposit Works under progress/final bills
to be paid, which was not classified under Capital Works-in-Progress,
despite previous Audit comments. This resulted in overstatement of
Advances to CPWD under Loans, Advances & Deposits and
understatement of Capital Works-in-Progress by X 11.34 crore.

A.2.2.3 This does not include Xl Plan Accrued Grant of
% 54,96,000/- sanctioned in March 2016, towards creation of capital
assets, and received in 2016-17, which was not accounted under
Loans, Advances & Deposits as ‘Grants Receivable from UGC’,
though mandated in the Revised Format of Accounts prescribed by
MHRD (Para 9.1, Page 48) and also by corresponding credit to
Current Liabilities as ‘Unutilised Grants’. This has resulted in
understatement of Loans, Advances & Deposits and
Current Liabilities by X 0.55 crore each.

A.2.2.4 This includes expenditure of I 40,12,015/-, reported during
the year by CPWD for the completed maintenance deposit work®,
which was not treated as revenue expenditure. This resulted in
understatement of Expenditure and overstatement of Advances to
CPWD under Loans, Advances & Deposits by ¥ 0.40 crore and

consequent overstatement of Surplus by X 0.40 crore.

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A.2.2.5 This includes expenditure of I 36,97,121/- reported by
CPWD (2012-13), for the deposit work “Levelling of Playfield”, but not
treated as revenue expenditure, despite previous Audit comments.
This resulted in overstatement of Advances to CPWD under Loans,
Advances & Deposits and understatement of
Prior period Expenditure by ¥ 0.37 crore. Surplus was also

overstated by X 0.37 crore.

B. Income and Expenditure Account

B.1 Income: X 28.46 crore

B.1.1 This does not include specific purpose OBC Accrued Grant of
X 4.13 crore, sanctioned in 2015-16 on reimbursement basis, and
received in 2016-17, which was not treated as prior period accrued
income as per Accounting Standard-12 (Para 6.5) and by
corresponding debit to Loans, Advances & Deposits as ‘Grants
Receivable from UGC’, though mandated in the Revised Format of
Accounts prescribed by MHRD (Para 9.1, Page 48). This has
resulted in understatement of Prior Period Income and Loans,
Advances & Deposits by ¥ 4.13 crore each. Surplus was also

understated by X 4.13 crore.

B.1.2 This does not include Non-Plan Accrued Grant of
% 1.25 crore sanctioned in March 2016 and received in 2016-17,
which was not accounted for as accrued income by corresponding
debit to Loans , Advances & Deposits as ‘Grants Receivable from
UGC’ , though mandated in the Revised Format of Accounts
prescribed by MHRD (Para 9.1, Page 48). This resulted in
understatement of Income/Surplus and Loans, Advances & Deposits

by X 1.25 crore each.
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B.1.3 Against Interest earned on Savings Bank Accounts (Non-Plan
and XllI Plan) and Fixed Deposit Receipts (Non-Plan) totalling
T 78,50,493/-%, as per Bank Statements, an amount of X 59,17,855/-°
was accounted in the Annual Accounts. The difference of
¥ 19,32,638/- resulted in understatement of Income/Surplus and
Cash Book Balance under Current Assets by X 0.19 crore.

B.1.4 This includes refundable Caution Deposit amount of
¥ 9,62,500/- collected during the year from the boarders of
Vidyapeetha’s Hostels, which was incorrectly accounted under
Other Income (Schedule-13)%, instead of as Current Liability. This
resulted in overstatement of Income/Surplus and understatement of
Current Liabilities by ¥ 0.09 crore.

B.2 Expenditure: ¥ 24.87 crore

B.2.1 This includes prior period recurring expenses of X 95,88,622/-
towards payment of staff salaries for the month of March 2015, due
to non-provision for outstanding liability in previous year (2014-15),
and was not exhibited separately (under Schedule-22), and
incorrectly accounted as current year expenditure. This resulted in
understatement of Prior period Expenditure and overstatement of
Current year Expenditure by ¥ 0.96 crore.

B.2.2 This does not include expenditure of T 39,77,256/- reported
during the year by CPWD for the completed Horticulture and
Electrical Maintenance deposit works’, which was not treated as
revenue expenditure. This resulted in understatement of Expenditure
and overstatement of Advances to CPWD under Loans, Advances &
Deposits by T 0.40 crore and consequently overstatement of Surplus
by X 0.40 crore.

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C. General

1. Despite previous Audit comments, effective pursuance was
not made with CPWD to obtain final bills, expenditure statements for
the completed deposit works and to capitalize them accordingly in
the Annual Accounts. A suitable disclosure on the procedure adopted
for capitalisation of Deposit works was also not made in the

‘Notes on Accounts’.

2. Provision towards Retirement benefits was not made as per
Actuarial Valuation, though mandated as per Accounting

Standard-15 and pointed out in previous audit.

3. The following Schedules as mandated in the Revised Format
of Accounts prescribed by Ministry of Human Resource

Development, were not appended to the Annual Accounts:

i. Sponsored Fellowships and Scholarships-Schedule-3(b)

ii. Unutilised Grants from UGC, Government of India and
State Governments- Schedule-3(c)

ili. Intangible Assets-Schedule 4C

iv. Schedule-4D Others showing the Assets purchased out
of Earmarked Funds, Gifted, Own Funds and Sponsored
Projects, where ownership lies with the Management

V. Annexure —A to Schedule-7, Current Assets, showing the
details of Bank Accounts maintained (Savings and Current)
with closing Cash Book Balances as on 31%' March

vi. Details of closing balances in  Schedule-2,
Designated/Earmarked/Endowment Funds, represented by
(@) Cash and Bank balances, (b) Investments and (c)
Interest Accrued but not due
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4. Prior period expenses of ¥ 15,59,191/- pertaining to previous
years were not distinctly accounted under Prior Period Expenditure
(Schedule-22), and incorrectly treated as current year expenditure.
Accounting should be done in consonance with stipulations
contained in Revised Format of Accounts, prescribed by MHRD
(Page 100).

5. Closing balance amount of I 34,50,04,861/- in respect of
Loans, Advances & Deposits (Schedule-8, Page 13) includes minus
balance amounts of ¥ 21,24,502/-, which were neither reconciled nor

rectified for accounting under proper head of accounts.

6. Publications worth ¥ 1,37,020/- printed during the year was
booked as expenditure under Non-Plan head instead of under
Earmarked Fund-Center for Excellence head and also incorrectly

classified as fixed assets under Non-Plan. These were not rectified.

7. Revenue expenditure of ¥ 1,33,575/- incurred during the year
towards purchase of curtain cloth for the Publication section, Library
and Transit Guest House, was incorrectly booked under Publications
(Assets), instead of under Administrative & General Expenses
(Schedule-17, Page 18) in the Income & Expenditure Account. This
was not rectified.

8. Accrued interest of ¥ 38,554/- as on 31.03.2016, in respect of
Hostel Establishment Fund Investment value of ¥ 9 lakh (Unit-C,
Schedule-5, page 10), was not accounted for in the Income &
Expenditure Account and under Loans, Advances & Deposits
(Schedule-8) of the Balance Sheet.

9. Accrued interest was not calculated and provided for in the
Annual Accounts on closing balance of Investments value of
% 9 crore (Schedule-5, Page 10), in respect of Grants-in-aid Account,

though commented in previous audits.
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10. Accrued interest due on various Earmarked Fund
Account Investments and Investments-Others, as on 31% March
2016 (Schedule-5), was clubbed with the respective
Investments value. These were not exhibited distinctly under
Loans, Advances & Deposits (Schedule-8) as ‘Income accrued
on Investment from Earmarked Funds’ and on ‘Investments-
Others’ respectively, though mandated in the Revised Format of
Accounts {Page 25, Schedule-8, SI.no.6 (a) & (b)} prescribed by
MHRD.

11. Bank Reconciliation for the year in respect of Grants-in-
Aid account (Non-Plan, Bank Account No0.146610100000034)
and Examination account (Bank Account
No0.146610100001963) was not done and not produced to
Audit. Hence, Bank Reconciliation should be done to verify the
correctness or otherwise of Closing Cash Book Balances of

these two accounts depicted in the Annual Accounts.

12. The difference of X 3,66,543/- between the value of
Investments (X 39,56,724/-) as per authenticated Fixed Deposit
Register (2015-16) in respect of Gift Fund Account and the
Investments closing balance value (X 43,23,267/-) shown in the
Annual Accounts (Schedule-5, Page10), was not reconciled for
depicting the factual position.

13. The difference of X 3,66,431/- between the value of
Investments (X 1,07,52,996/-) as per authenticated Fixed
Deposit Register (2015-16) in respect of Odisha Chair Account
and the Investments closing balance value (X 1,11,19,427/-)
shown in the Annual Accounts (Schedule-5,
Page 11), was not reconciled for depicting the factual position.
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D. Net effect of Audit Comments on accounts
The net impact of Audit comments given in preceding paragraphs is
understatement of Liabilities by I 2.57 crore, Assets by I 4.88 crore

and understatement of Surplus by X 2.31 crore.
E. Grants-in-aid

Out of ¥ 30.39 crore received during the year {Plan: ¥ 6.87 crore®
(including Accrued Grants of X 0.55 crore sanctioned in March 2016
and received in 2016-17 and specific purpose OBC Accrued Grant of
X 4.13 crore, sanctioned in 2015-16 on reimbursement basis, and
received in 2016-17) and Non-Plan: X 23.52 crore (including Grants of
X 6.09 crore received in March 2016 and Accrued Grant of
% 1.25 crore sanctioned in March 2016 and received in 2016-17)} along
with certified unutilised balance of ¥ one crore® pertaining to previous
